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From last year the usage of puppetry was used as a tool for
English language learning. Puppetry is in fact a lot like drama except
the performers manipulate puppets and props to perform the story.
Puppetry is not as simple as the eye first perceives it, in fact students
need to develop many skills and discover their ability to use
appropriate teamwork. There is also a lot of hard work and effort that
goes into the script, puppets, props, sound effects and rehearsing. The
result is an eye catching, fun and entertaining, puppet show!

7. Puppetry and prop making: Students enjoyed being part of the
making process and learnt new practical skills such as sewing,
using the glue gun, cutting, sticking, tracing etc.

8. Skills application: The students began applying their puppetry
skills and script knowledge into the tent theatre.

9. Rehearsing: Once students mastered the ability to maneuver,
manipulate and respond to each others' cues then full
rehearsals were carried out including back drop changes, prop
use and sound effects.

10. Performing: Finally they had a student-made puppet show
which they had a lot of ownership over which they could then
share with the school! Students felt very proud and enjoyed it
very much.

As a teaching tool, puppetry has the power to engage, inspire and
boost self-esteem in students as well as provide ample exposure to
English language. Puppetry is suitable for all students and enables even
the most shy of students to participate as it is the puppets and props
that are being viewed, not the students themselves. It is an area which
will be explored further in the coming years at our school and
hopefully has positive impacts on our students' development.
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
